Research suggests that 17 missed 

school  days  a year =  A  DROP in 

achievement.  

The greater the attendance the greater the 
achievement. 



Percentage 

Attendance Weekly 

9̧0% = ½ day 

8̧0% = 1 day 

7̧0% = 1 ½ days 

6̧0% = 2 days 

5̧0% = 2 ½ days 

4̧0% = 3 days  

3̧0% =   3 ½ days  



Percentage Attendance 
Termly/Yearly 

Â 90% =  1 week 2 days = 4 weeks 

Â 80% =  2 weeks 4 days = 8 weeks 

Â 70% =  4 weeks 1 day = 12 weeks 

Â 60% =  5 weeks 3 days = 16 weeks 

Â 50% =  7 weeks  = 20 weeks 

Â 40% =  8 weeks 2 days = 24 weeks 

Â 30% =  9 weeks 1 day = 28 weeks 



Percentage Attendance from  
Yr 7 -Yr 11 

Â 90% =  20 weeks = 1 ½ TERMS 

Â 80% =  40 weeks = 1YEAR 

Â 70% =  60 weeks = 1 ½ YEARS 

Â 60% =  80 weeks = 2 YEARS 

Â 50% =  100 weeks = 2 ½ YEARS
